Just a short walk
from the center of the village, next to
the Sun Peaks Centre, the rink is
conveniently located close to many
amenities and accommodations.
Private bookings or public skating
times are available throughout the
winter season with skate rentals
available on site.
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Tucked in a powdery pocket in the
Interior of British Columbia, you’ll find
Canada’s second largest ski area. Sun
Peaks is a 45-minute transfer from the
Kamloops Airport, after a short
connecting flight from Vancouver or
Calgary International Airports. The
alpine village features nine hotels and
lodges lining a ski-through village,
alongside 45+ restaurants and shops.
Three interconnecting mountains
encircle the pedestrian-only village
and are covered in light, dry snowfall
that’s complemented by award-
winning grooming. Of the slopes, a
myriad of bucket list activities await,
such as ice fishing, snowshoeing, and
snowmobiling.
