The starlit sky is 
the perfect backdrop for the ski down, 
and is a great way to end a day on the 
mountain.

Starlight Sleigh Ride 
Sit back under the covers and take in 
the sights and sounds of the village and 
surrounding area for a daylight, sunset 
or evening tour. You’ll wind through 
the village at a leisurely pace and listen 
to the clatter of hooves and ringing of 
sleigh bells before moving out more 
briskly into the open for views of the 
valley and mountains.
